Success Story:
One of my kids that I’ve seen for 1.5 months is being discharged since he’s moving & I thought that he is a good success story. Martin is a 6 y o autistic child that started talking when he was 4 & was picked up for OT due to sensory issues & impulsive behaviors. He didn’t talk much when I started seeing him, but when he did talk he would say inappropriate things such as he wanted to go to the bathroom on the carpet or outside. He hit his physically disabled classmates in his life skills class, his brother, & himself everyday. Additionally, he would touch everyone’s face & did not dress himself. I taught mom activities for vestibular & proprioceptive activities such as Wilbarger brushing, joint compression, theraball activities, trampoline, tight hugs, etc. Now he doesn’t hit anyone including himself; however, if he gets really upset he will hit the wall lightly (maybe once a week), but he is easily calmed down & redirected. He doesn’t say anything inappropriate & talks more on appropriate tasks (“It’s hot, I’m sweaty, the cat scratched me, I’m thirsty, I need more rolling”). His mom & I taught him to touch hands instead of faces. Also now mom lays out his clothes & he dresses himself without any assistance. His teachers, mom, & aunts (that live in Houston) have all noticed a difference in his behaviors too. ~Kimberly Cook, COTA
