I started seeing Deaken in July 2009 when he was referred to ST from his PT, Pam Rice.  After speaking with his mother, Megan, she confirmed he was only producing “ba” and “dada”.  In October 2009, Deaken began using true words like “duck, ball, cup” in reference to objects or pictures used in therapy or in the environment.  Deaken has progressed from one word productions to 2-3 word phrases, requesting objects, commenting, greetings and farewells, as well as projecting his personality upon others – not to mention his obsession with cars and trucks.  He is such a happy child and continues to progress before my eyes, and has been my BIGGEST success thus far in teaching him how to produce sounds and words for effective and efficient communication for a 2.5 year old.  Deaken has also been receiving OT since coming to the clinic and has made great progress with picking up a fork/spoon to assist in hand to mouth feeding, placing pegs in holes, placing the correct shape in a shape sorter, and participating in aquatic therapy to tighten up his abdominal muscles.  Deaken can officially sit up by himself!  This is a huge accomplishment for him, as he would lay on his back and scream “UP!”   ~ Lauren Caspary, SLP
