Success Story:       
Jun started attending therapy in January 2010. The first two or three visits he associated the clinic with going to the doctor to get shots so he cried whenever I got too close to him. Jun was completely nonverbal and inconsistent with following directions. In the first 4 months of therapy, I had only heard him say the word “no” twice. He also would become very nervous and anxious and wouldn’t move when he saw unfamiliar people near or in the therapy room. Jun was recommended for occupational therapy due to poor sensory integration. After two months of receiving lots of sensory input, Jun began to “open up.” He is now initiating more interactions, picks his own activities when given a choice, and… He’s talking!!! Although Jun repeats a lot of things that he hears during therapy, he occasionally produces his own utterances such as “It’s cold”, “bye-bye cow”, and “where are you mom?” Jun shows new progress and confidence every session and I’m always excited to see what he will do next. ~Monique Sterling, SLP

When I started seeing Jun for OT, he would not get on the platform swing unless mom was on it with him. We progressed to where he would get on the swing with me, and now he climbs up on it by himself with minimal initiation in a matter of months. He now tolerates climbing over the foam pillows and has even begun eating new foods per mom during our tx sessions. We have watched him interact more with his environment and increase his social skills with the therapists and other patients in the room.
