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Success Story:

A four year old with Autism whom I’ve seen for the past 10 months has needed fairly intense vestibular input during the majority of every session in order to attend to two 3-5 minute directed tasks.  His vestibular processing has been improving.  Previously, he could spin without getting dizzy and bounce for what seemed like forever without stopping.  Lately, he is registering vestibular input more easily and last week, while bouncing on the ball, he gagged as if he was going to vomit.  Then, on his own, he decided to get off of the ball and for the next 20 minutes he attended to directed play tasks including putting shapes in puzzle board and scribbling independently on paper.  Whereas, previously he mouthed any object given to him, he is now scribbling and attempting to manipulate toys with minimal mouthing.  Of course, he still enjoys playing on the ball too, but the duration of his attention to tasks has increased. ~ Kayla M. OTR
