Kayla was born as a premature girl with significant developmental delays.  Her mom has said that doctors did not think Kayla would walk or talk.  When first referred to TCG (three years ago), she received PT, OT, and ST.  Since then, she has graduated from PT and OT and is developmentally appropriate in her gross and fine motor skills. 

When Kayla first started speech/language therapy, she did not talk.  Kayla has always been intelligent, though.  She has even created her own words and gestures to be able to communicate with her mom and family.  For example, “Ookukooey” referred to a monster that she was afraid of.  Now that Kayla is four years old, she is talking in four-  and five-word sentences.  Her speech is ALMOST developmentally appropriate, and her discharge from speech therapy is anticipated very soon.  Kayla also attends preschool and is learning her ABCs and to count.  She is a very active girl, e. g., her favorite activities are to swing and play on the zip line.  Kayla’s mom is extremely pleased with her progress.  Kayla will be missed when she graduates and will not be forgotten!        ~Kathleen Newell, SLP
