Now, she is performing a modified ½ kneel to stand, maintain ½ kneeling and tall kneeling, and the latest achievement has been jumping. She jumps EVERYWHERE…she can hop around the mat & jump off of the steps into the bean bag BY HERSELF!! Just this week we have accomplished independent jumping and everyone is very proud of her!
